GARBAGE PICK UP: Tuesdays & Fridays (except for Holidays).  GARBAGE MUST BE PLACED CURBSIDE BY 6:00 AM.

BULK PICK-UP: Maximum 4 large items & 2 appliances. No cardboard boxes.  No rocks or asphalt.  No tires. No TV’s, 
No computers/monitors, laptops, printers, or fax machines.

PAINT: Must be dried solid & put out for Bulk Pick-Up with lid off, or take to BCUA Household Hazardous Waste Event.
